		About Our School
School Context
Belgrave South Primary School has been providing excellence in teaching and learning for over 100 years. The school, located in the Dandenong Ranges, provides well-equipped grounds and buildings in a beautiful setting. 
The school values are: Respect Self, Respect Others and Respect the Environment.

Student wellbeing is a high priority and BSPS is one of the first schools in the Dandenong Ranges to take part in the School-Wide Positive Behaviour Framework. Students enjoy rigorous teaching with enhancement from a wide range of specialist programs. Staff are committed to providing pastoral care through student wellbeing programs whilst incorporating a range of teaching strategies to cater for multiple intelligences across the diversity of student learning needs. In 2015 BSPS was successful in securing National School Chaplaincy funding and our school chaplain enhances our student welfare approach by working with individuals and groups.

The school community is committed to continually improve the school and striving for continued academic excellence in all curriculum areas. The explicit teaching and learning of literacy and numeracy is a high priority as well as developing student’s skills across the curriculum.

BSPS has a unique facility in Sophie’s Restaurant which operates weekly providing opportunities for students to gain skills from growing ingredients to serving a 2 course meal to peers and community members.

The school has 17.88 Effective Full Time Staff; 2 Principal Class Officers, 11.88 Classroom Teachers and 4 Education Support Officers.
Achievement
Teacher assessments and NAPLAN assessment indicate students at BSPS achieving above state in both English and Mathematics. The growth in the year 5 matched cohort in NAPLAN 2013-2015 shows an average of 70% of students achieving medium to high academic growth is all areas. NAPLAN 4-year average in Numeracy is significantly above the state and like school comparisons. 
All staff continue to work collaboratively and complete Professional Development to improve teaching including the following strategies: Phonemic Awareness training, CAFÉ framework in reading, Life-Long Writers approach, Toe By Toe Reading support program, BSPS Spelling Scope and Sequence, Word Study support programs,  and the implementation of our own SURF Mathematics framework. Strategic PD sessions focused on moderating student achievement outcomes and explicit teaching.
Network professional development sessions and the employment of a numeracy expert consultant enhance explicit teaching and knowledge of effective teaching strategies in both English and Mathematics. Staff will continue to plan and deliver explicit targeted teaching and learning activities as a result of diagnostic strategies to support the individual learning needs of all students at Belgrave South Primary School.
Engagement
Attendance data is ‘similar’ to like school comparisons. Staff continue to work closely with families to promote the importance of attendance. The attendance rates for the school range between 92% and 95%, all though this is an acceptable range staff are working to improve further. Further analysis of the data shows that we have a few students with significant attendance issues and these are presently being addressed with individual attendance plans and the intervention of DET Visiting teachers. The plans involve setting targets with the students in consultation with parents. Education Learning Plans are developed at the individual, class and whole school level. In some plans we have incorporated the services of a child psychologist and family counsellors through OnPsych plans thus providing regular professional support at no cost to the families. The school also provided mentors through the Kids Hope Program to cater for students needing additional support. The School Chaplain worked to support students and family within the school community.

High attendance can also be attributed to the stimulating and engaging curriculum offered at BSPS with students indicating an above state ‘Connectedness to School’.
Wellbeing
The 2015 Attitudes to School Survey (Years 5 & 6) indicated ‘Similar’ opinions to like school comparisons.  Staff Opinion Survey was well above state expectations in all areas, this is a clear indication of the increased positive culture being developed and the academic results support this. Parent Opinion survey has improved and is at state expectations.  

Much time has been spent developing a common approach to behavior management with the staff training is the School-Wide Positive Behaviour Framework. This was launched to students in 2015 with a come approach ‘Gotchya’s’ throughout the school to encourage and identify respectful behaviours. 

Our extensive transition programs are a source of pride for our school, Kinder to Foundation program is well established and continues provide for enrolling students into our school over a 6 month period. Teachers of students in grade 5 and 6 work closely with the local secondary college staff to pave the way for a smooth transition into the next phase of student’s education.
Productivity
At Belgrave South Primary School we effectively allocate and use resources, supported by evidence and adapted to our unique context of our school. We use our human resources, time, space, funding, facilities to the best possible effect and in the best possible combination to support improved student outcomes and achieve our goals and targets. Through careful planning and budgeting we are proud of the extra resources and programs offered at Belgrave South Primary School to support the growth and development of our students. The alterations of our original school building turning it into Sophie’s restaurant gives our students a unique learning space. With School councils support we have seen the continued implementation of SURF mathematics through the employment of a mathematics specialist. The Staxafun Fete and the Parents & Friends raise in excess of $30000 annually and provide further opportunities and equipment for our students and school community.
